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ASSISTANT PASTOR’S NOTE / NOTA DEL VICARIO

Feast of the Purification of the Blessed Virgin, or Candlemass

The Law of Moses prescribed that the first fruits of the earth and
of the creatures would be offered to God since they belonged to
Him as Lord of all creation, in such a way that God demanded
that his people offer him the first fruits without delay as a sign of
gratitude to the Master of the earth and who gives fertility to
plants, animals and human beings.

God demanded the first fruits of the following things: the fruits
of the earth (Ex 23,19; 34,22; 34,26; Dt 26,10). First fruits of food
such as ears, grains, flour, bread (Lv 2,12-14; 23, 17-20; Nm 18,
12). First fruits of animals and their derivatives such as sheep's
wool (Gn 4,4; Dt 12, 6; 14, 23; 18, 4; Ex 34, 19; Lv 27, 26). And
the first fruits of people (Ex 13, 2-13; 22, 29; Nm 3, 13; 8,17). The
Pentateuch established specific days or festivals to present the
first fruits to God, in which all the Israelite men had to appear at
the Sanctuary to make their offering, which was equivalent to a
sacrifice of thanksgiving and consecration, through which a part
of the all things and even of the people themselves, since the
Law prescribed that: "Every man who opens his mother's womb
shall be consecrated to the Lord." In this way God affirmed his
sovereign dominion over his people Israel.

According to another precept of the Law, any woman who gave
birth to a male child was unclean, and for forty days she was
prohibited from approaching the sanctuary. Once the term ex-
pired, the woman could go up to the temple to offer a lamb and
a pigeon or a turtledove as a holocaust for sin. Thus, she entered
back into possession of all the rights of the daughter of Israel.
Although neither Our Lady nor the Lord Jesus Christ were bound
by the yoke of the Law, nevertheless, they humbly submitted to
compliance with it to give us an example of humility and obedi-
ence to divine precepts.

Arriving at the Temple, Simeon the prophet, perhaps observed
intrigued the humble couple who left the poor offering of a pair
of turtledoves, nothing extraordinary for him. But, looking at that
child they were carrying, he could see reality, the health, the
consolation so long awaited by the people of Israel, the object of
their burning desires. Simeon so carried away by the power of
the Holy Spirit, exclaimed: “Now, oh, Lord!, dismiss your servant
in peace according to your word; because my eyes have seen
your salvation, which you have prepared before the face of all
peoples, as a light that will illuminate the people, and glory of
your people Israel.

This is how the festival of this day was born, the oldest of the
Virgin's festivals; That is why Christians, in memory of that en-
trance of the Most Holy Mary into the Temple, go through the
streets in procession, remembering with their return to the tem-
ple, that humble pilgrimage that the Holy Family made to the
Temple of Jerusalem. And according to the words of the prophet,
that Christ would be a light that will illuminate the people, the
Church places a lighted candle in our hands. That candle repre-
sents the Word, which, in the bosom of the Father, shines before
all time, but also represents us that through faith in Jesus Christ
our light and by his grace, we are given the seed of our eternity.
The flame of a soul that burns and is consumed in love and de-
sire for total union with God, and just as the flame consumes
wayx, the flame of our love for God is consuming everything that
prevents us from possessing the Supreme Good.

Fiesta de la Purificacién de la Santisima Virgen, o Candelaria

La Ley de Moisés prescribia que las primicias de la tierra y de las
creaturas serian ofrecidas a Dios pues a El pertenecian como Sefior
de toda la creacion, de tal modo que Dios demandaba que su
pueblo le ofreciera las primicias sin demora como sefial de gratitud
al Amo de la tierra y quien da la fecundidad a las plantas, animales
y seres humanos.

Dios demandaba las primicias de las siguientes cosas: los frutos de
la tierra (Ex 23,19; 34,22; 34,26; Dt 26,10). Primicias de alimentos
como espigas, granos, harinas, pan (Lv 2,12-14; 23, 17-20; Nm 18,
12). Primicias de animales y sus derivados como la lana de las
ovejas (Gn 4,4; Dt 12, 6; 14, 23; 18, 4; Ex 34, 19; Lv 27, 26). Y las
primicias de personas (Ex 13, 2-13; 22, 29; Nm 3, 13; 8,17). El Pen-
tateuco establecia dias especificos o fiestas para presentar las
primicias a Dios en las que todos los varones Israelitas tenian que
presentarse al Santuario para hacer su ofrenda que equivalia a un
sacrificio de accion de gracias y de consagracion, mediante el cual
se santificaba una parte de todas las cosas e incluso del mismo
pueblo pues la Ley prescribia que: “Todo vardn que abriere el seno
de su madre, serd consagrado al Sefor.” De esta manera Dios
afirmaba su dominio soberano sobre su pueblo Israel.

Segun otro precepto de la Ley, toda mujer que diera a luz a un hijo
varon quedaba impura, y por espacio de cuarenta dias se le pro-
hibia acercarse al santuario. Una vez cumplido el plazo, la mujer
podia subir al templo para ofrecer en holocausto un cordero y un
pichén o una toértola por el pecado. Asi entraba de nuevo en pos-
esion de todos los derechos de hija de Israel. Aunque ni nuestra
Sefiora ni el Sefior Jesucristo estaban obligados por el yugo de la
Ley, no obstante, ellos se sometieron humildemente al cumpli-
miento de esta para darnos un ejemplo de humildad y obediencia a
los preceptos divinos.

Al llegar al Templo, Simedn el profeta, tal vez observaba intrigado a
la humilde pareja que dejaba la pobre ofrenda de un par de térto-
las, nada extraordinario para él. Pero, al observar a aquel nifio que
llevaban pudo ver la realidad, la salud, la consolacién tan esperada
por el pueblo de Israel, el objeto de sus ardientes anhelos. Simedn
tan arrebatado por la fuerza del Espiritu Santo, exclamo: “Ahora,
oh, iSefior!, despide a tu siervo en paz segun tu palabra; porque
han visto mis ojos tu salud, la que has preparado ante la faz de
todos los pueblos, como luz que ha de iluminar a las gentes, y glo-
ria de tu pueblo Israel”.

Asi nace la fiesta de este dia, la mas antigua de las fiestas de la Vir-
gen; por eso los cristianos, en recuerdo de aquella entrada de Ma-
ria Santisima en el Templo, recorren en procesion las calles, re-
cordando con su regreso al templo, aquella humilde peregrinacién
que la Sagrada Familia hiciera al Templo de Jerusalén. Y conforme a
las palabras del profeta, que Cristo seria luz que ha de iluminar a
las gentes, la Iglesia pone en nuestras manos un cirio encendido.
Ese cirio representa al Verbo, que, en el seno del Padre, brilla antes
de todo tiempo, pero, también nos representa a nosotros que por
la fe en Jesucristo nuestra luz y por su gracia, se nos da la semilla
de nuestra eternidad. La llama de un alma que arde y se consume
en amor y deseo de una unién total con Dios, y asi como la llama
consume la cera, la llama de nuestro amor por Dios va consumien-
do todo aquello que nos impide la posesion del Supremo Bien.
