FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT / PRIMER DOMINGO DE CUARESMA

EPISTLE: 2 Corinthians. 6. 1-10
Brethren: We exhort you that you receive not the
grace of God in vain. For He saith: In an accepted
time have I heard thee, and in the day of salvation
have I helped thee. Behold, now is the acceptable
time, behold now is the day of salvation. Giving no
offence to any man, that our ministry be not
blamed: but in all things let us exhibit ourselves as
the min- isters of God, in much patience, in tribula-
tion, in necessities, in distresses, in stripes, in pri-
sons, in seditions, in labours, in watchings, in fast-
ings, in chastity, in knowledge, in long- suffering, in
sweetness, in the Holy Ghost, in charity unfeigned,
in the word of truth, in the power of God: by the ar-
mour of justice on the right hand and on the left: by
honour and dishonour, by evil report and good re-
port: as deceivers and yet true, as unknown and yet
known: as dying, and behold we live: as chastised
and not killed: as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing: as
needy, yet enriching many: as having nothing and
possessing all things.

SUNDAY GOSPEL: Matthew 4. 1-11

At that time Jesus was led by the Spirit into the de-
sert, to be tempted by the devil. And when He had
fasted forty days and forty nights, afterwards He
was hungry. And the tempter coming said to Him: If
Thou be the Son of God, command that these
stones be made bread. Who answered and said: It is
written: Not in bread alone doth man live, but in
every word that proceedeth from the mouth of God.
Then the devil took Him up into the holy city and
set Him upon the pinnacle of the temple, and said
to Him: If Thou be the Son of God, cast Thyself
down. For it is written: That He hath given His an-
gels charge over Thee, and in their hands shall they
bear Thee up, lest perhaps Thou dash Thy foot
against a stone. Jesus said to him: It is written
again: Thou shalt not tempt the Lord Thy God.
Again the devil took Him up into a very high moun-
tain and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world
and the glory of them, and said to Him: All these
will I give Thee, if falling down Thou wilt adore me.
Then Jesus saith to him: Begone, Satan! for it is
written: The Lord thy God shalt thou adore, and
Him only shalt thou serve. Then the devil left Him:
and behold angels came, and ministered to Him.

EPISTOLA: 2 Corintios. 6. 1-10
Hermanos: Ox exhortamos a que no recibdis en
vano la gracia de Dios.

no muertos; como tristes, estando siempre alegres;
como necesitados, aunque hemos enriquecido a mu-
chos; como que nada tenemos, y todo lo poseemos.

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ASSISTANT PASTOR’S NOTE / NOTA DEL VICARIO

Stations of the Cross, Plenary Indulgence, & Blessing with the
Relic of the Holy Cross

Piety and Christian tradition has taught us that on Fridays of
Lent we meditate on the scenes of the Passion of Our Lord
Jesus Christ when we do the Stations of the Cross. This tradi-
tion began as an aid for the faithful who could not make a
pilgrimage to the Holy City of Jerusalem and make the route
of the Via Dolorosa in person. This way, they could make a
spiritual pilgrimage in the temples, going through the painful
walk of the Lord and remembering the principal scenes of his
passion. Reciting the Holy Way of the Cross constitutes a
small pilgrimage to the holy places in Jerusalem, whose origin
and devotion go back to the Holy Land, since from very an-
cient times the places were marked along the Via Dolorosa,
although not in the way we now know it. There is also no rec-
ord of how the devotions were carried out around the holy
places of the passion of Our Lord.

Christian tradition also tells us that the Blessed Virgin Mary
used to visit the places of her Son's passion daily, and Saint
Jerome speaks of the large number of pilgrims, coming from
all over the world, who used to visit the holy places on Good
Friday. It is believed that when the holy places fell into the
hands of the Muslims, it was no longer safe for pilgrims to
visit the places of the Lord's Passion. This led to a movement
to erect stations and monuments of the Lord's passion
throughout Europe, and when Franciscans embraced this de-
votion they spread it everywhere. The number of stations
varied at first, but His Holiness Clement XlI fixed the number
at fourteen in the year 1731, and that is how it has remained
ever since. The Franciscans were entrusted with the task of
solemnly erecting the Stations of the Cross in the temples and
the Church has blessed this devotion by giving a plenary indul-
gence to all those who piously recite it in the churches or ora-
tories.

In addition, it is also customary in many places to bless the
faithful with a crucifix or, if it is kept in the churches, with a
distinguished relic of the Holy Cross. By the grace of God and
for the blessing of all of us, Mater Misericordiae Parish now
has such a relic, and every Friday of Lent after the recitation
of the Holy Stations of the Cross, a blessing will be given with
it from the altar. Only on Good Friday during the Solemn Lit-
urgy will it be offered to the faithful, exposed in its beautiful
reliquary for public veneration.

Let us thank God for the great gift of being able to move in
spirit and make a pilgrimage to the places of the passion from
our churches, in imitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary, our
mother, and of so many pilgrims who have visited those plac-
es over two thousand years. May Christ bless you, because by
His Holy Cross, He has redeemed the world.

Las Estaciones del Santo Via Crucis, Indulgencia Plenaria, y
la Bendicidn con la Reliquia de la Santa Cruz

La piedad y tradicion cristiana nos han ensefiado que los viernes de
cuaresma se meditan las estaciones del Santo Via Crucis con lo cual
recordamos algunas escenas de la Pasién de Nuestro Sefior Jesu-
cristo. Esta tradicion comenzé como un auxilio para que los fieles
qgue no podian hacer una peregrinacién a la Ciudad Santa de Jeru-
salén y hacer el recorrido de la Via Dolorosa en persona, pudieran
en los templos hacer una peregrinacion espiritual recorriendo el
camino doloroso del Sefior y recordando las principales escenas de
su pasion. De esta manera, recitar el Santo via Crucis constituye
una pequefia peregrinacion a los lugares santos en Jerusalén, cuyo
origen y devocidn se remontan a Tierra Santa, ya que desde tiem-
pos muy antiguos se tenian sefialados los lugares a lo largo de la
via Dolorosa, aunque no en la forma que ahora lo conocemos.
Tampoco se tiene registro de como es que se llevaban a cabo las
devociones en torno a los lugares santos de la pasion de Nuestro
Sefior.

También la tradicidn cristiana nos dice que la Santisima Virgen Ma-
ria solia visitar diariamente los lugares de la pasiéon de su Hijo, y
San Jerénimo habla de la gran cantidad de peregrinos, procedentes
de todo el mundo, que en Viernes Santo solian visitar los lugares
santos. Se cree que cuando los lugares santos cayeron en manos
de los musulmanes, ya no fue seguro para los peregrinos visitar los
lugares de la Pasién del Sefior. Esto llevo a un movimiento de erigir
estaciones y monumentos a la pasién del Sefior por todo Europa, y
cuando los Franciscanos adoptaron esta devocién la llevaron a to-
dos lados. El numero de estaciones variaba al principio, pero su
Santidad Clemente XIlI fijo el numero en catorce en el afio de 1731,
y asi es como se ha mantenido desde entonces. A los Franciscanos
se les encomendd la tarea de erigir solemnemente las estaciones
del Santo via Crucis en los templos y la Iglesia ha bendecido esta
devocién impartiendo una indulgencia plenaria a todos los que la
reciten piadosamente en los templos u oratorios.

Ademas, es costumbre en muchos lugares el impartir la bendicion
a los fieles con un crucifijo o, si se tiene en los templos, con una
reliquia insigne de la Santa Cruz. Por gracia de Dios y para bendi-
cién de todos nosotros, en la parroquia de Mater Misericordize
ahora contamos con tal reliquia, y cada viernes de cuaresma des-
pués de la recitacién del Santo Via Crucis, se impartira la bendicion
con ella desde el altar. Solo en Viernes Santo en la Solemne Liturgia
se ofrecerd a los fieles expuesta en su bello relicario para la venera-
cién publica.

Agradezcamos a Dios el gran don de podernos trasladar en espiritu
y hacer una peregrinacion de los lugares de la pasién desde nues-
tros templos, a imitacion de la Santisima Virgen Maria, madre
nuestra, y de tantos peregrinos que a lo largo de dos mil afios han
visitado esos lugares.

Que Cristo los bendiga, porque por Su Santa Cruz, ha redimido al
mundo.

Stations of the Cross will be prayed
after the 8AM Mass at Mater Miseri-
cordize and 6PM at St. Edward the
Confessor on Fridays during Lent.

Please note, there will be a 6:30PM Low Mass this
Ember Friday at St. Edward instead of the usual
votive High Mass for the Sacred Heart.

Indulgences

On each of the Fridays of Lent, a Plenary indulgence is
granted to the faithful who, after Communion, recite
the “Prayer Before a Crucifix.”

You can also obtain a plenary indulgence by making
the Stations of the Cross. It is necessary to meditate on
the sufferings of Our Lord (no specific prayers are re-
quired) as you move from station to station, and to
have the intention of gaining the indulgence.
(Indulgences can always be applied to the Souls in Pur-

gatory.)

Only one plenary indulgence can be granted per day.
Moreover, “To acquire a plenary indulgence , it is nec-
essary to perform the work to which the indulgence is
attached and to fulfil three conditions: sacramental
Confession, Eucharistic Communion and prayer for the

intentions of the Supreme Pontiff (e.g., one ‘Our Father’

and one ‘Hail Mary’). It is further required that all at-
tachment to sin, even to venial sin, be absent.”

Ember Days in March

We celebrate Ember days as four sets of three days
that occur around the transitions of the natural
seasons: winter, spring, summer, and fall. The next set
of Ember days will take place on Wednesday March
1st, Friday March 3rd, and Saturday March 4th.

In 1962, the Wednesdays and Saturdays of Ember
days were days of fasting and partial abstinence, that
is, you could have only one full meal and, therefore,
two small meals and meat only in the main meal. The
two small meals, when added together, should not
equal a full meal. Ember Friday, because it is Friday, it
would have been a day of fasting and total abstinence,
so no meat. Ember days give us the opportunity to
consecrate nature to God and worship God, who
created the natural seasons of the year. Let us
remember that it is God who maintains the order of
days and nights by His Divine Providence.

Look down upon me, good and gentle Jesus while
before Thy face I humbly kneel and, with burning
soul, pray and beseech Thee to fix deep in my heart
lively sentiments of faith, hope, and charity; true con-
trition for my sins; and a firm purpose of amendment;

Thy five most precious wounds, pondering over them
within me while I call to mind the words which David
Thy prophet said of Thee, my Jesus: “They have
pierced My hands and My feet, they have numbered
all My bones.” Amen.
